project  formed in cooperation with the North American Butterfly Monitoring 

Network. We will be drawing on surveys conducted by interested citizens in 

order to monitor and assess the state of the butterflies in Texas. 

 

Surveyors will monitor the same route nine times between March and 

November and will report on all the butterflies they see. This data will be 

entered into a database utilized by all the participants in the North 

American Butterfly Monitoring Network.
